The PPP comments …. This guidance and the flow chart below explains two things…. One why so many NWPF cars are using the blue lights and sirens and two, more worryingly, why they are driving at silly speeds through built up areas and elsewhere on narrow roads. The flow chart means that they are immune to speed cameras if the lights are on …  even if they are only late for shift changeover or to collect a takeaway!
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
