NORTH Wales police officers are spending almost three hours a day sorting out bureaucracy instead of patrolling the streets.

Figures published by the Home Office reveal that officers devoted just 63.5% of their eight-hour shift to frontline policing last year, ranking them among 25 lowest forces in England and Wales.

But the deputy chief constable last night blamed the amount of new responsibilities piled on the force for keeping officers off the streets.

The Conservatives claim it is evidence that the Government is not putting enough effort into grassroots policing. Shadow Home Secretary David Davis said: "Under Labour our police have become swamped in bureaucracy and red tape. As a result they are stuck behind their desks doing paperwork, not out on the streets detecting and deterring crime.

North Wales Police is the first Police force in the UK to be awarded accreditation for environmental practices and management. The Force has achieved the accreditation to Green Dragon Environmental Standard Level 3 for its Headquarters in Colwyn Bay. 

This standard, which is managed by Arena Network, is a stepped 5 stage environmental management standard unique to Wales and recognises effective environmental management and a commitment to continual environmental improvement.

The accreditation for the Force HQ means that there are management and procedures in place to identify and reduce the environmental impact of policing in the vicinity and encourage energy conservation and management together with procurement of energy from a renewable source.

North Wales Police has also scooped a prestigious Management Award for Sustainable Development in the Public Sector against stiff competition from public sector bodies throughout Wales.
