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Members are appointed for a period of four years. The MPA’s website provides further information on the members of the board. 

In addition to appointing twelve members to the MPA’s board, the Mayor sets the Authority’s budget (subject to the Home Secretary's reserve power to set a minimum budget for the MPA) and gives comments to the Home Secretary on the appointment of the Commissioner.

The Authority’s tasks are to: 

· increase community confidence and trust in London’s police service; 

· secure continuous improvement in the way policing is provided in London; 

· publish an Annual Policing Plan in consultation with London’s communities; 

· set policing targets and monitors performance regularly against those targets; 

· oversee the appointment and discipline of senior police officers; 

· oversee formal inquiries and the implementation of their recommendations; 

· be accountable for the management of the police budget. 

· listen to the real concerns of Londoners about crime and policing to inform the Annual Policing Plan and the setting of priorities for the forthcoming year. 

Policing Plan 

The Policing and Performance Plan describes the arrangements for policing London over the year and gives details of the Authority’s priorities and objectives; past performance and future performance targets; funding and use of resources and work to support continuous improvement. The Policing Plan is available for downloading from the MPA’s website. 

Geographical link members 

On 28 July 2000 the Authority agreed to link its 23 members with the 32 London Boroughs as a way of ensuring that members take prime responsibility for interfacing directly with local groups and local people in order to progress the key objectives of the MPA. Full details of members' geographical responsibilities are available on the MPA website. 

The PPP comments … . The Mayor of London appoints 12 of the 23 members of the Authority. So Livingstone did so from almost it’s inception in 1999, his election being in 2000, until this year when Johnson took over.
